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FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

When it comes to Christmas cards, I suppose I am kind
of old school as I still send a Christmas letter. This year, in my
Christmas letter, I found myself reflecting on our parish’s
experience of the pandemic. As you have heard me say or write
before, I am inclined to see what we are going through as an
“exilic” experience. While it is not always fruitful to recall the
past, perhaps it will help our perspective to review our nomadic
meanderings as worshippers over the last ten months. Therefore,
you will recall the following:

e March 19, 2020 On this date, public worship in California
was suspended indefinitely on account of the pandemic.
During the eleven weeks of suspension of public worship, St.
Mary’s Church remained open every day for ten hours of
Eucharistic Adoration and Fr. Steven and I heard confessions
daily. Fr. Steven and I celebrated private Mass every day
and offered Mass via livestream on Sundays. You will recall
that the Holy Week Triduum liturgies and Easter Sunday
Masses were celebrated only via livestream.

e June 8, 2020 On this date, we were allowed to resume the
public celebration of Masses and the other sacraments, with
restrictions, in our church.

e July 17,2020 On this date, on account of the rising number
of COVID infections, the celebration of Mass and the other
sacraments was moved outdoors. We arranged our weekend
Mass schedule so that Mass wouldn’t be offered in the
hottest part of the day. Meanwhile, I found myself
rearranging my vesture (reducing layers) so that [ wouldn’t
be a completely sweat-soaked mess after an hour of Mass.

o Sep 24,2020 On this date, we were allowed to hold Masses
and the celebration of the sacraments once again in our
church.

e Nov 18,2020 On this date, on account of rising COVID
numbers, we again moved the celebration of Masses and the
sacraments outside, where we still find ourselves
worshipping two months later. This time around, with 36° F
temperature at 8a Mass, I find myself adding layers of
clothes!

To be sure, we are not the first folks in history to be
“exiled” from our “homeland”, which in our case would be the
prayerful and rather comfortable confines of St. Mary’s Church.
The Israelites experienced much harsher and longer exiles than
we certainly have experienced. Moreover, we recall that Jesus,
Mary and Joseph experienced exile at the very beginning of the
Savior’s life. In order to escape Herod’s murderous intentions,
Joseph was warned by the angel of the Lord to take the Child
Jesus and Mary to Egypt and to remain there until the danger
passed. (Mt 2:13-14)

So, yes, among other experiences we have had over the
past ten months, I imagine that many of us have felt distanced,
even, exiled, from each other, from our places of work, from our
parish and from most everything that we consider normal.
Through all this, Fr. Steven and I have been truly edified by your
perseverance, flexibility, generosity and resilience. While many

of you continue to participate in our Sunday live-stream Masses,
a good number of you attend our outdoor daily and Sunday
Masses, weddings, baptisms and quinceafiera Masses. Thanks
be to God and much work on the part of staff, catechists and
parents, we managed to complete our celebrations of First
Communion and Confirmation that had been suspended in the
spring. Too, over the summer, we received fully into the Church
all of our RCIA folks who had been prepared to be received at
the Easter Vigil. It takes a ton of work to set up for and break
down our outdoor Masses. I give thanks to God for the
generosity, commitment and reliability of our sacristans Nelly
Verba, Sherry Vandergraaf, Linda Molina, Manuel and
Elizabeth Belo, Celia Quiquivix, Concepcion Madrid, Jose
Pineda, as well as Deacon Phil Verba, and a handful of other
volunteers. Also, I think we all agree that the church, our
outdoor worship space and our outdoor créche (now, Marian
grotto) have been most beautifully enhanced for the seasons of
Lent, Easter, Ordinary Time, Advent and Christmas and now
Ordinary Time, again. I express my gratitude to Angie Caserza
and Brenda Krch and all their helpers, including members of our
Knights of Columbus Council 4901.

All of what we do as a parish is for the greater glory of
God, even our feeling of being exiled. “How is that possible?”
one might ask. How can what we have experienced as
worshippers over the last ten months give glory to God? In two
ways at least. First, in our experience of feeling separated or
exiled, we are in solidarity with Jesus, who was exiled along
with Mary and Joseph as an infant. By experiencing exile, we
can be with Our Lord in his exile. Indeed, above all, Our Lord
went into exile for our sake by dying on the cross and
descending to the dead. Our Lord, literally, went to hell and
back, so that we could one day find our way from this earthly
exile to our heavenly homeland. (cf. Benedict XVI, Jesus of
Nazareth, The Infancy Narratives) The second grace of
experiencing exile now is that it reminds us that we should never
feel too comfortable in this world. Over the summer, rightly so,
some of you commented how nice it was to have Mass outside.
And, I know some folks have mentioned that they like the
convenience and comfort of participating in livestream Mass.
Nonetheless, I think we would all agree that we would much
rather be celebrating and participating in Mass again, as a parish
community, in our church as we did before the pandemic.

If we think about it, we should never feel completely
comfortable in this world, because we are not meant for this
world. We are meant for heaven. If the pandemic makes us feel
uneasy, frustrated, annoyed, fearful, angry or sad, that’s not a
bad thing. It reminds us that nothing in this world will be
perfectly right until we get to heaven. As we begin this new
year of grace, we should pray to God that we do all we can, with
the help of His grace to grow in holiness and to help others grow
in holiness so that one day we will be delivered from this
worldly exile, from this “vale of tears” as we pray in the Rosary,
and be carried by our Good Shepherd to our heavenly homeland.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

Cuando se trata de tarjetas Navidefias, supongo que soy un
poco anticuado, ya que todavia envio una carta Navideia. Este afio,
en mi carta Navidefia, me puse a reflexionar sobre la experiencia de
nuestra parroquia tocante a la pandemia. Como me han escuchado
decir o escribir anteriormente, me inclino a ver por lo que estamos
pasando como una experiencia de "exilio". Aunque no siempre es
fructifero recordar el pasado, tal vez nos ayude en nuestra perspectiva
al revisar nuestro va y viene como némadas al rendir culto en los ulti-
mos diez meses. Por lo tanto, recordara lo siguiente:
¢ 19 de marzo de 2020 En esta fecha, el culto publico en Califor-

nia fue suspendido indefinidamente debido a la pandemia. Duran-
te las once semanas de suspension del culto piblico, la Iglesia de
Santa Maria permanecio abierta todos los dias durante diez horas
de Adoracion Eucaristica y el Padre Steven y yo escuchamos
confesiones diariamente. El Padre Steven y yo celebramos una
Misa privada todos los dias y ofreciamos Misa a través de la
transmision en vivo los domingos. Recordaran que las liturgias
del Triduo de Semana Santa y las Misas del Domingo de Pascua
se celebraron sélo a través de la transmision en vivo.

e 8 de junio de 2020 En esta fecha, se nos permiti6 reanudar la
celebracion de Misas presenciales y otros sacramentos, en nues-
tro templo, con restricciones.

e 17 de julio de 2020 En esta fecha, debido al creciente ntimero de
infecciones por el COVID, la celebracion de la Misa y los demas
sacramentos se movieron al aire libre. Organizamos nuestro hora-
rio de Misas de fin de semana para que la Misa no se celebrara
durante la hora mas calurosa del dia. Mientras tanto, me encontré
reorganizando mi vestimenta (reduciendo capas) para no ser un
desastre completamente empapado de sudor después de una hora
de Misa.

e 24 de septiembre de 2020 En esta fecha, se nos permitio cele-
brar Misas presenciales y la celebracion de los sacramentos una
vez mas en nuestra iglesia.

e 18 de noviembre de 2020 En esta fecha, debido al aumento de
los nimeros por el COVID, de nuevo se movieron la celebracion
de las Misas y los sacramentos al aire libre, donde atin nos encon-
tramos rindiendo culto dos meses después. Esta vez, con una
temperatura de 36°F durante la Misa de las 8am, jme encuentro
agregandome capas de ropa!

Sin duda, no somos las primeras personas en la historia en
ser "exiliados" de nuestra "patria", que en nuestro caso serian los con-
fines para oracion y bastante comodos de la Iglesia de Santa Maria.
Los israelitas experimentaron exilios mucho mas duros y largos de lo
que ciertamente hemos experimentado nosotros. Ademas, recorda-
mos que Jesus, Maria y José experimentaron el exilio al principio de
la vida del Salvador. Con el fin de escapar de las intenciones homici-
das de Herodes, el angel del Sefior le advirti6 a José que llevara al
Niflo Jests y a Maria a Egipto y que permaneciera alli hasta que pasa-
ra el peligro. (Mt 2,13-14)

Asi que, si, entre otras experiencias que hemos vivido duran-
te los ultimos diez meses, me imagino que muchos de nosotros nos
hemos sentido alejados, incluso, exiliados, unos de otros, de nuestros
lugares de trabajo, de nuestra parroquia y de la mayoria de todo lo
que consideramos normal. A través de todo esto, el Padre Steven y yo
hemos sido verdaderamente edificados por su perseverancia, flexibili-

dad, generosidad y resistencia. Mientras muchos de ustedes
continuan participando en nuestras Misas dominicales a través de
la transmision en vivo por YouTube, un buen niimero de ustedes
asisten en persona a nuestras Misas diarias y dominicales al aire
libre, bodas, bautizos y Misas de quinceafiera. Gracias a Dios y el
arduo trabajo por parte del personal, catequistas y padres,
logramos completar nuestras celebraciones de Primera Comunion
y Confirmacion que se habian suspendido en la primavera.
También, durante el verano, recibimos plenamente en la Iglesia a
las personas en el programa RICA quienes se habian estado
preparando para ser recibidos en la Vigilia Pascual. Se toma
mucho trabajo para preparar para la Misa al aire libre y
desmantelar después de Misa. Doy gracias a Dios por la
generosidad, el compromiso y la fiabilidad de nuestros sacristanes
Manuel y Elizabeth Belo, Celia Quiquivix, Concepcion Madrid,
Jose Pineda, Nelly Verba, Sherry Vandergraaf y Linda Molina, al
igual que el Diacono Phil Verba, y otros voluntarios. Ademas,
creo que todos estamos de acuerdo en que nuestra iglesia, nuestro
espacio de culto al aire libre y nuestro pesebre al aire libre (ahora,
gruta Mariana) han sido bellamente arreglados para las estaciones
de Cuaresma, Pascua, Tiempo Ordinario, Adviento y Navidad y
ahora Tiempo Ordinario, de nuevo. Expreso mi gratitud a Angie
Caserza y Brenda Krch y a todos sus ayudantes, incluyendo a los
miembros de nuestro Consejo de Caballeros de Colon 4901.

Todo lo que hacemos como parroquia es para la mayor gloria
de Dios, incluso nuestro sentimiento de ser exiliados. ";Como es
eso posible?", se podria preguntar. ;Cdomo puede ser que lo que
hemos experimentado como fieles en los ultimos diez meses dar
gloria a Dios? Por lo menos dos maneras. En primer lugar, en
nuestra experiencia de sentirnos separados o exiliados, nos
solidarizamos con Jesus, que fue exiliado junto con Maria y José
cuando era niflo. Al experimentar el exilio, podemos estar con
Nuestro Sefior en su exilio. De hecho, sobre todo, Nuestro Sefior se
exilié por nosotros muriendo en la cruz y descendiendo a la
muerte. Nuestro Sefior, literalmente, fue al infierno y regreso, para
que un dia pudiéramos encontrar nuestro camino desde este exilio
terrenal a nuestra patria celestial. (cf. Benedicto XVI, Jesus de
Nazaret, Las Narrativas de la Infancia) La segunda gracia de
experimentar el exilio ahora es que nos recuerda que nunca
debemos sentirnos demasiado comodos en este mundo. Durante el
verano, con razon, algunos de ustedes comentaron lo agradable
que fue tener Misa afuera. Y, sé que algunas personas han
mencionado que les gusta lo conveniente y la comodidad de
participar en la Misa transmitida en vivo. Sin embargo, creo que
todos estariamos de acuerdo en que prefeririamos celebrar y
participar de nuevo en la Misa, como comunidad parroquial, en
nuestra iglesia como lo haciamos antes de la pandemia.

Si lo pensamos bien, nunca debemos sentirnos completamente
comodos en este mundo, porque no estamos destinados a este
mundo.

Nos recuerda que nada en este mundo estara
perfectamente bien hasta que lleguemos al cielo. Al comenzar este
nuevo afio de gracia, debemos orar a Dios para que hagamos todo
lo posible, con la ayuda de Su gracia para crecer en santidad y para
ayudar a los demas a crecer en santidad para que un dia seamos
liberados de este exilio mundano, de este "valle de lagrimas"
mientras oramos en el Rosario, y seamos llevados por nuestro
Buen Pastor a nuestra patria celestial.
